The team extended a warm welcome to Andrea Brown, newly appointed Foundation director for LSHRM. 

Update on Raffle: 
We continue to work toward a raffle to raise money in Kentucky for the SHRM Foundation. Kentucky state statutes prohibit the raffle under the auspices of the KYSHRM state council because the council's status is a 501(c)(6) organization - Kentucky statutes requires a 501(c)(3) status to hold raffles. We are now researching the possibility of creating a 501(c)(3) foundation 'arm' of the state council. If this approach is successful, we probably need the remainder of the year to get this set up, with the raffle being implemented in 2010. More to come on this as we progress through the analysis with fabulous assistance from attorneys Rebecca Naser and Andy Jacobs.   

Chapter Foundation Fundraising: 
Those on the call shared their chapter's efforts and plans for 2009. Please feel free to contact any of these folks for more information on their initiatives. 

-Tracy Morford reported for Bluegrass SHRM-has traditionally held a silent auction in December, but moved it up to October this year. Thoughts are that moving it away from the end of the year may help alleviate spending pressures for some folks. 
-Howard Blackburn-Gateway SHRM-hold very successful 50/50 raffles at each chapter meeting. Proceeds will meet or exceed their 2009 goal. 
-Andrea Brown-LSHRM-silent auction event planned for 11/09. Adding a Kentucky Awareness theme this year with a Kentucky baskets and tickets to the Kentucky Show at the Kentucky Center for the Arts. In addition to funds raised through the silent auction, they plan to donate some of the ticket proceeds to the Foundation. 
-Bev McManimie-Southern KY SHRM-has been successful in past years in recruiting a couple of private companies (one is her own company) to contribute to the Foundation on behalf of the chapter, and plans to do so again this year. 
-Brooke Gossman-Owensboro SHRM-holds 50/50 raffle at chapter meetings. Had minimal turnout at 2008 silent auction. Due to economy, not planning next fundraising event until early 2010. 
-Bert Smith-Northern KY SHRM-held silent auction 5/09-raised $1,200. Big ticket items included massage packages and tickets to Reds/Bengals games that were donated by member companies. Holds 50/50 raffle at each chapter meeting. Plan to hold a basket raffle in Nov or Dec at their regular chapter meeting-this has been very popular in the past. Encourages all board members to show leadership by making personal donations. Julie reminded everyone to do this! 
-Kris Wood-Elizabethtown SHRM- holds 50/50 raffles at chapter meetings
