1. Each chapter Foundation Director should:

    -- Promote the SHRM Foundation programs and activities, and fundraising for the Foundation’s annual campaign.

    -- Establish a Chapter Leadership Campaign, encouraging 100% participation in the annual campaign among your Chapter’s board members.

    -- Participate in SHRM Foundation Core Leadership Area conference calls, currently scheduled for March 25, May 13, Sept. 16, and Nov. 11.
