Legislature moves into 10-day Veto break; Back on March 26-27 to conclude unprecedented Short Session

In a session marked by uncommon cooperation between the House and Senate along with the Governor, Kentucky lawmakers took significant steps, raising taxes on cigarettes and alcohol, leaving a small gas tax in place to leverage federal road funds, and changing the CATS test, a major leg in education reform.


Major SHRM issues, like felony expungement, was introduced, but never moved to discussion.  Other career development proposals did not rise to the top of the agenda, and must wait for interim discussions over the summer, and the longer 2010 session.


Note:  the legislature returns March 26-27 to finish several important measures.  Also, many are saying “don’t make any plans for June,” since the budget deficit starting July 1 is far greater than the one just plugged, maybe exceeding $800M, perhaps approaching $1B.
