Kentucky:  Criminal Record Expungement passes House

76-21, but will not see action in the Senate this year


Frankfort Mar. 10, 2008)  Even though the felony expungement legislation got a big House vote, just as in the past, it won’t see success in the state Senate, leaders tell SHRM.


With support from House Democratic leadership as well as the House Republican leader, a co-sponsor, the bill won by a vote of 76-21 last week.


However, like other years, the Senate is not likely to pass the bill in committee, which means no vote in the Senate.


SHRM remains open to discussing alternatives to the current legislative language, which broadly includes a number of offenses.

The organization also works with numerous House supporters on other H.R.-related law.


This week in Frankfort the House moves the state budget to the Senate, so tax and revenue considerations are the big elements for decision as well as the budget shortfall.


On the current schedule the legislature works through April 1, then takes a 10-day recess for review of legislation by the Governor, returning for two days in mid-April for possible veto overrides and other finish-up.
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
