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From every view this is a turning point in Frankfort, since the odd-year sessions cover just 30 working days, and only 17 voting days remain.

Key SHRM leaders will have a private briefing with two legislative leaders late Tuesday morning prior to the news conference.  Senator Tom Buford, who chairs the Banking and Insurance Committee, and Rep. Bob Damron, who chairs the House Democratic Caucus, will discuss key issues to work on and watch as the session comes to an end in just a month on March 27.  Our message:  if it has to do with any aspect of employment,
SHRM leaders can help with facts, suggestions and research.


We continue to track legislation like HB 312, a new version of criminal record expunement.  This bill raises the number of misdemeanors to six (6) that may be expunged, but increases the time a person must wait to be eligible.  This bill has not been formally considered in the House, or the Senate.  Our message remains the same:  let H. R. professionals have access to a potential employee’s background, so that the company can make good judgments about employment, placement and career.
